Attended the MVP inspectors morning meeting followed by PPL’s Monday morning safety meeting. Met with lead EI and discussed
activities for the day. Traveled to access road FR-289 and reported rainfall total from the rain gauge. Met with Environmental crew
and discussed their plans for the day.

Crew members from the Bending and Lowering-in crews were assisting performing maintenance with the area from 13120+17 to
13062+00. The environmental crew was performing maintenance to ECD’s from 13024+00 to 13062+00. Sumps were being
cleaned out with shovels until the ROW is dry enough for equipment to access them. No stream impacts were noted today. Extra
measures were implemented to ECD’s near capacity where it was possible.
